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THE GRAND JURY CHARGES:

On or about and between June 1, 2007 and November 14,
2008, both dates being approximate and inclusive, within the
FNastern District of New York and elsewhere, the defendant ERYANT
NEAL VINAS, also known as “Ibrahim,” together with others, within
the Jjurisdiction of the United States, did knewingly and
intenticnally conspire tc commit one or more acts outside the
United States that would constitute the Offenseslof murder and
maiming if committed in the special maritime and territorial

Jurisdiction of the United States, and one or more of the



congpinators did commit an act within the jurisdiction of the
United States to effect an object of the conspiracy.
