However, I've been keeping up with your
news. 1 was upset wilh you for not contacting us during your last visit. In any case, Thope that 1
will be able to visit you soon once I obtain my American passport. T also hope that the good
relationship between us continues. . :

As a matter of fact, [ would hike to discuss with you a very important matter concerning
the future of work in Palestine and the ability of the Islamic movement lo confront the great
challenges belore it. In short, you are well aware that this movement, reprosented by its
branches, Hamas and the Jihad, is being threatened by the eneny, the neighboring regimes, and
even worldwide. Preserving the spirit and flame of jihad agninst the enemy is a general Islamic
responsihility and cannot be left to rest npon the shoulders of the few among our nation.
Nevertheless, these few shoulder the responsibility and the nation’s honor, even putting their
souls in their hands to prove that Islam is capablc of responding to oppression, aggression, and
desecration of the sacred places and Muslims® dignity.

The lalest operation, carried out by the two mujahideen who were martyred for the sake
of God, is the best guide and wilness to what the believing few can do in the face of Arab and
Tslamic collapse at the heels of the Zionist enemy and in keeping the flame of faith, stendfastness,
and defiance glowing.
