IT IS ORDERED that the release of the defendant is subject to the following conditions:

The defendant shall not commit any offense in violations offederal, stale or local law while on release in this case, 

The deFendant must cooperate in the collection oFa DNA sample if the collection is authorized by 42 U.S.C § 14135a. 

The defendant shall immediately advise the court, defense counsel and the U.S. attorney in writing of allY change in address 
and telephone number. 

The defendant shall appear at all proceedings as required and shall sUiTender For service of any sentence imposed as directed. 
The defendant shall next appear as directed by U.S. District Court. 

Additional Conditions or Release 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the defendant be released provided that the defendant: 

Report as directed by the U.S. Pretrial Services office. 
Find and maintain gainFul fullMtime employment, approved schooling or a full-time combination of both. 
Do not change place of residence without the prior approval oru.s. Pretrial Services. 
Travel is limited to the State of Oregon unless prior approval is obtained from U.S. Pr:en'ial Services. 
Surrender any passport to tbe Clerk of the Court or submit a statement to Pretrial Services tbat the defendant no longer 
possesses a passport. The defendant is not to obtain a new passport. 
Neither own, possess, nor control any fireann (or any other specified weapon). 
The defendant shall be monitored by the form of location monitoring indicated below and shall abide by all technology 
requirements. The participant shall pay all or part of the costs of participation in tbe location monitoring program as directed 
by the cOUli and/or the pretrial services officer. 
() Radio Frequency (RF) Monitoring 
(X) Active OPS Monitoring (including hybrid OPS) until RF Monitoring enn be installed. 

This fonn of location monitoring technology shall be utilized to monitor the following restriction on the defendant's 
movement in the co'mmuniLy and/or other court-imposed conditions of release: 

(X) You are restricted to your residence every day () rrom to , or (X) as directed by the supervising 
officer (CurFew) 
() You are to maintain an accurate daily activity form and submit this form to Pretrial Services as directed 
() You are restricted to your residence at all times except for employment; education; religious services;.medical, substance 
abuse, or mental h~alth treatment, attorney visits; court appearances; court-ordered obligmions; or other activities as pre­
approved by the officer (Home Detention) 
() You are restricted to YOUI' residence at all times except for medical necessities and court appearances 01' other activities 

specificalJy approved by the court (Home Incarceration) 
The defendant is not to possess or obtain any mail, financial or identification documents in any person's name othel' than the 
defendant's true identity. 
The deFendant is not to open any new financial accounts or lines of credit without the prior approval of Pretrial Services. 
The defendant is to obtain pemission from Pretrial Services prior to any financial transactions over $1,000.00. 
Execute a bond or an agreement to forfeit upon failure to appear as required, and post with the court indicia of ownership of 
the following sum or designated property: The deFendant is to post SI50,000.00 - $5B,981.00 orwhich is to be posted in 
cash. 
Not directly or iildirectly use or possess a computer or electronic media, including POA (personal digital assistant) and 
cellular pbones, with internet access capabilities or access a computer or electronic media, without the prior approval of 
Pretrial Services. defendant shall also not access internet bulletin board systems, or private or public cO~lputer networks 
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without prior approval of Pretrial Services. 
P5 . Permit Pretrial Seryices to install monitoring software on any computer within the defendant's possession or control that 

allows random or r~gular monitoring of the defendant's computer use, Pretrial Services will also be allowed periodic 
ins·pecticn of any such computer including retrieval. copying and review of its electronic contents.
