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MEMORANDUM OF POINTS AND AUTHORITIES

On August 5, 2014, the government filed its notice of its intent
to offer evidence pursuant to Rule 902(11) of the Federal Rules of
Evidence (the “Notice”) (Docket Number 534), which identified certain
exhibits the government intends to introduce at trial as business
records. At the August 7, 2014 status conference, the government
informed the Court and counsel i1t had identified additional records
it intends to introduce at trial pursuant to Rule 902(11).

As set forth in the Notice, Federal Rule of Evidence 902(11)
provides that certified domestic records of regularly conducted
activities can be self-authenticating and may, therefore, be admitted
under Rule 803(6). See Fed. R. Evid. 902(11). Under Rule 803(6)(A)-
(C), 1In order to be admitted pursuant to Rule 902(11), the records
must be accompanied by a written declaration from a records custodian
or other qualified person certifying that the records: (1) were made
at or near the time by — or from information transmitted by — someone
with knowledge; (2) were kept in the course of regularly conducted
activity of a business, organization, occupation, or calling, whether
or not for profit; and (3) making the record was a regular practice
of that activity. Here, the additional records the government seeks
to introduce at trial are accompanied by written declarations from
the custodians of records from the businesses or organizations where
the records originate. In addition, the records were produced to the
defense In discovery.
