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The basis for this Request is that all that at dl times relevant to the Restraining Order, the 

Petitioner was under the direction of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, Counter - Terrorism Unit 

(Joint Terrotism Task Force) and acting under the direction of FBI Agents Paul Men and Kevin 

Amstrong, (see attached Declaration of Petitioner CRAIG MONTEILH). 

Tte original Order was issued by this Court on June 29,2007 based upon the application of the 

Plaintiff, ISLAMIC CENTER OF IRVINE. The Defendant MONTEILH did not oppose the prior 

Motion, based upon the direction of the Field Officers of the Federal Bureau ofInvestigation. 

This Motion will be based on this Notice of Motion, the Declaration of Craig Monleilh and the 

11 memorandum of Points and Authorities se,wed and filed herewith, on the records on file. herein and on 

at the hearing of this Notion.

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MEMORANDUM OF POINTS AND AUTHORITIES IN SUPPORT OP hIOTION TO 

SET ASIDE RESTRAINING ORDER 

WRODUCTIOM 

The present Motion by the Defendant CRAIG IvIONTEILH is to request that this Court set 

iside an ORDER AFTER NEARlNG ON PETITION OF EMPLOYER FOR INJUNCTION 

?ROHIBITING VIOLENCE OR THRE?ATS OF VIOLANCE AGAINST EMPLOYEE. This Order 

ms Issued by this Court on June 29,2007, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit 1. The basis for the 

3efendants request js that at all times the Defendant performed any act about which the Plaintiff has 

:omplained, it was as a result of his employment by the Federal Bureau of hvesligation, who had 

nstructed Dekndant to infiltrate suspected terrorist organizations as a confidential informant, 

:ACTUAL STATEMENT; 

Defendant CRAIG MONTEILH while being employcd as a self-employed fitness consultant. 

n approximately July 2006 he was contacted by agents of the Federal Bureau of Investigation and was 

sked by them to act as  an informant, as to potential terrorist activities in Orange County. At their 

equest he attended daily prayers at least three timm a day as wcll as Friday prayers at the Mosque, He 

3ok the name of Farouk al-Aziz and bcgan attending various other Islamic events. 

At the direction of the FBI he a t t q t e d  lo  infiltrate and spy on the activities of the members of 

le Mosque in an effort to uncover potential terrorists and plots against the Government. He was 

~stmcted by his handlets to act in a manncr that suggested that he was a terrorist, in an effort to 

ncover any potential tenorists or potential terrorist operations against the Government. 

His actions made many of the members of the Mosque uncomfortable and the Attorney for ihe 

losque Omac Siddiqui contacted him in an effort to get him to stop attending regular payers. He did 

:ceive copies of the Application for a Restraining Order but at the direction of his handlers hc ignored 

and did not appear at the hearing. 

The Defendant was Qever a threat to the Islamic Comn~unity. he was only there at the request of 

le FBI lo see if he could uncover any terrorist activity. He was recruited by thc FBI to act as an 
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informant. He presents no danger to the Islamic Community. However the mere existence of this 

Restraining Ordcr in the Public Record has a serious impact on the Defendant and his family by 

restricting his novement and h e  fact that this ORDER exists in the Public Record, has a serious 

impact on his ability to obtain employment. 

LEGAL ARGUMENT: 

A copy of the Comt's OKDER obtained by the Plaintiff on June 29,2007 is set out as Exhibit 1 

to this Motion. On page two of that ORDER, it states the conclusion of the Court. The Court without 

opposition entered PERSONAL CONDUCT ORDERS md STAY AWAY ORDERS, that severely 

restrict the activities of the Defendant These ORDERS were based upon a perceived thxeat to the 

Islamic Community, that was not true. The perception of a theat was caused by the efforts of the 

Federal Bureau of Investigation to gather infomation that they felt consistent with their role in society. 

It is however the Defendant, who in an effort to serve his Country, followed the instruction of the 

representatives of the FBI, who is now subject to thc stigma of a Public Record that contains a 

RESTFVkiNING ORDER, that effects his attempts to find employment and restricts his movements in 

his hometown the City of lrrine. 

The legal authority presented by the ORDER, (exhibit 2) cites CCP 527.5 as it's mthority. 

This section of  the California Civil Code o f  Procedure applies to Injunctive rclief by an Employer 

against an employee? It is assumed that the basis, for thc relief, is contained jn sub-section (3) which 

talks about a "course of conduct" which i s  assumed to be amibuted to Mr. Monteilh. Mr. Monteilh did 

aci in a manner which may have made many members of the IrVine Mogque nervous but he did those 

things at the direction of the FBI in an cffort to help his Country. The Court, witl~out opposition, 

conclude that the Defendant was in violation of this section. Had the Court realized why the 

Defendant was acting as he did it clearly would not have entered the ORDER that it did. 

CONCLUSION: 

Quite simply stated the Court was not fully informed as to all of the facts, when it entered it's 

ORDER of June 29,2007, This factual misunderstanding was caused by Agent3 of the Federal Bureau 
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of Investigation, who were acting on what they perceived to be the best interest of the United States. 

The problem is that the Defendant is now the sole individual who must continuc to pay for this 

abundauce of caution. Then: is no reason to continue the Restraining Order. If all of the facts were 

made available to the Court in the first place, we can be certain that the Court would not have issued 

it's ORDER to begin with. Now all that we ask i s  that this Court al'ier full disclosure, correct this 

mistake.

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DECLARATION BY CRAIG MONTEILR IN SUPPORT OF PETITION 'CO SET 

ASIDE RESTRAKNG ORDER 

1 Craig Monteilh do hereby declare, that 1 am the Defendant in the above entitled Action and 

the Petitioner of the present Motion lo Sct Aside the Restraining Order, that this Court entered on June 

29,2007. 1 am a resident of Irvine California and over 18 years of age. I am a self employed fitness 

consultant and have been operating in that capacity for over ten yews. 

On or about July 2006 1 was approached by FBI Agent Tracy Hanlon, who asked me if I was 

interested in work that involved mattcrs of National Security. I was asked to infiltrate Mosqucs in 

Orange Couuty Area for the purpose of identifying, thwarting, disrupting and or destroying Terrorist 

operations. 

I agreed to assist her and the FBI and began attending services at the Islamio Center of Wine in 

July 2006. '1 attcnded their daily prayers at least three h e s  a day and attended Friday prayers at the 

Mosque for 11. months. From July 2006 to June 2007. I also attended various other Islamic practices 

and events during that same time period. While attending those events I used the name Farouk al- 

Aziz. 

At the direction of Agents Paul Allen and Kevin Armstrong I used the Islamic Center as a 

Forum to advance an agenda that involved organizing terrorist activitics, making reference to "jihad" 

[Holy War) and organizing terrorkt plots and or activitics, At the direction of these Agents, who told 

me that my activities were at their direction pursuant to a National Security Directive called 

3PERATION FLEX, which was signed by President Bush as executive order ff12356. I was told by 

Agents Allen and Annstmng tlmt the National Sccurity Directive was put into action by the authodty 

of Assistant Director of the Lo3 Angeles Region of thc FBI, J. Steven Tidwell, along with Special 

4gent in charge Barbara Walls. 

I was told by my handlers that the United States Intelligence Community, had raw intelligence 

hat indicated that the certain members of the Islamic Community in Orange County, were plotting 

brmrist Acts in O m g e  County. 

From July 2006 to October 2007 I operaled as a confidential informant for thc FBI by 

nfiltmting specific Mosques in the Islamic Comrndty. 1 reported ta the FBI wery d8y by written 
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port, X always carried electronic video md listening devices on my person, fur purposes of gatbcrini 

zlligence. I also collected emails OF suspected terrorist activity. A majority of those emails wen 

)m Ahmadullah Sais Niwi, who as of February 19,2009 was arrested by joint Terrorism Task Force 

gents for hi ties to al-Qaeda and is cu~xently in custody as a result of my efforts. 

Late May 2007 I was contacted by Mosque Attorney Omar Siddiqui who requested that 1 sto~ 

ending prayers. [ was directed by Special Agent Paul Allen of the FBI to ignore him. Then Mr. 

idiqui filed with this Court an Application to grant the Islamic Center, a Restraining Order against 

5, which has had a serious impact on m y  ability to e m  a living, by providing falw a d  misleading 

'ormation to prospective empJoyers, who have denied me employment based upon what appears to 

m to be terrorist activities, A copy of that Remaining Order is  attached as Exhibit 1 and 

toyorated herein by referaxe, 

The above fscts are within my own personal knowledge md if called as a witness I can testify 

npetently thereto. The above Dcclaration has been made under Penalty of Perjury, according to the 

ws of the State of California.
