SUPERVISED RELEASE

Upon release from imprisonment, the defendant shall be placed on supsrvised release for a term of Life, plus 5 years. This
term consists of Lifetime supervision on Count One, aterm of 5 years on Count Three, and terms of 3 years on each of Counts Five,
Six, and Savan, &ll such terms to run concurrently.

Within 72 hours of release from custody of the Bureau of Prisons, the defendant shall report in person to the Probation
Oifice in the district to which the defendant is released,

While on supervised release, the defendant shall comply with the standard conditions that have been adopted by this court
(on the next page).

The defendant shall submit to one drug test within 15 days of commencement of supervised release and st least two tests
theresfter as delermined by the probation officer,

if this judgment imposes a fine, spacial assessment, costs, or restitution chligation, it shall be a condition of supervised
release that the defendant pay any such fine, assessments, costs, and restitution that remains unpaid at the commencement of the
term of supervised release and shall comply with the following special conditions:

The defendant shall refrain from the illegal possession andfor use of drugs and shall submit to urinalysis or other forms of
testing to ensure compliance. It is further ordered that the defendant shall submit to drug treatment, on an outpatient or
inpatient basis, as directed by the 1.5, Probation Office. The defendant shall abide by the rules of any program and shall
remain in treatment until satisfactorily discharged with the approval of the U.S. Probation Cffice.

The defendant shall provide the 1.8, Probation Office with full disclosure of his financial records to include yearly income
tex retumns upon the request of the U.S. Probation Office. The defendant shall cooperate with the probation officer in the
investigation of his financial dealings and shall provide truthiul monthly statements of his income.

The defendant shall cooperate with immigration and Customs Enforcement to resolve any problems with his status in the
United States. The defendant shall provide truthful information and abide by the rules and regulations of Immigration and
Customs Enforcement. If deported, the defendant shall not re-enter the United States without the written permission of the
Altorney General, If the defendant re-enters the United Statas, he shall report in parson to the nearest U.S. Prabation
Office within 48 hours.

The defendant shail work regularly at a lawful occupation unless excused by the probation officer for schooling, training, or
other acceptable reasons.

The defendant shall nolify the probation officer within seventy-two hours of any change in residence or amployment.

The dsfendant shall refrain from excessive use of alcohol and shall not purchase, possess, use, distribute or administer any
narcotic or other controlled substance, or any paraphernalia related to such substances.

The defendant shail not frequent places where controlled substances are illegally sold, used, distribited, or administerad,

The defendant shall not associate with any persans engaged in criminal activity, and shall not associate with any person
convicted of a felony uniess grantad permission to do so by the probation officer.

The defendant shall permit a probation officer to visit him or her at any time at home or elsewhere and shall permit confiscation
of any contraband cbserved iIn plain view by the probation officer,

The defendant shall notify the probation officer within seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement
officer.

The defendant shall not enter into any agreement to act as an informer or a special agent of a law enforcement agency without
the permission of the court.

As directad by the probation officer, the defendant shall notify third parties of risks that may be occesioned by the defendant’s
criminal record or personal history ar characleristics, and shatl permit the probation officer to make such notifications and to
confirm the defendant’s compliance with such notification requirement.
