Upon relaasefrom imprisonment, thedefenoant shall bep acedon sJpervlsed release for a term ol L fe. plus 5 years. This 
term consists of Lifetime supervision on Count One and a term of 5 years on Count Four, all such terms lo run concurrently. 

Within 72 hours of release from custody of the Bureau of Prisons, the defendant shell report in person to the Probation 
OMce in the district to which the defendant is released. 

While on supervised release, the defendant shall comply with the standard conditions that have been adopted by this court 
(on the next page). 

The defendant shall submit to one drug test within I 5  days of commencement of supervised release and at least two tests 
thereafter as determined by the probation officer. 

If this judgment imposes a fine, special assessment, costs, or restitution obligation, it shall be a condition of supervised 
release that the defendant pay any such fine, assessments, costs, and restitution that remains unpaid at the commencement of the 
term of supervised release and shall comply with the following special conditions: 

The oefenoant shall provide the U.S. Probat on OMce with ful flisclos~re of his financie records to lncluoe yearly income 
tax returns Loon the request of tne U.S Probation Olfice. The defendant shall cooperate ~ l t h  the probation oflicer in the

The defendant is prohibited from incurring any new cretii charges or opening additional lines of credit without the approval 
of the probation officer, unless the defendancis in cornpliance~ith a schedule for any restitution obligation. The 
defendant shall not encumber or liouidate interest in anv assets unless it is in direct service of the restitution oblioation or 
otherwise has the express approval of the Court.

1) The defendant shail not commit andher federal, state, or local crime during the term of supervision. 

2) The defendant shali not illegally possess a canlroiied substance. 

3) If convicted of a felony dfense, the defendant shall not possess a firearm or destructive device. 

4) The defendant shall not leave the judicial dlstrict without the permission of the court or probatton officer 

5) The defendant shali report to the probation officer as directed by the court or probation officer and shali submit a truthful and 
complete wrltten report wlthin the first five days of each month. 

8) The defendant shall answer truthfully ail lnqulrles by the probation officer and follow the Instructions of the probation offaer. 

7) The defendant shail support h ~ s  or her dependents and meet other fam~ly responsibli~ties. 

8) The defendant shali work regularly at a lawful occupation unless excused by the probation officer for schooltng, training, or 
other acceptable reasons. 

9) The defendant shall notify the probation officer wlthin seventy-two hours of any change in residence or employment 

10) The defendant shall refrain from excessive use of alcohol and shali not purchase, possess, use, dlstrtbute or administer any 
narcotic or other controlled substance, or any paraphernalia related lo such substances. 

11) The defendant shali not frequent places where controlled substances ere illegally sold, used, distr~buted, or adm~nlstered 

12) The defendant shall not assoctate w~th any persons engaged in criminal activ~ty, and shall not associate with any parson 
convtcted of a felony unless granted permission to do so by the probation officer 

13) The defendant shall permit a probation officer to visit himor her st any timeat home or elsewhere and shall permit confiscation 
of any contraband observed in plain view by the probation officer. 

14) The defendant shali notify the probation officerwithin seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement 
officer. 

15) The defendant shall not enter intoany agreementto act as an informer or aspecial agent of a law enforcement agency without 
the permission of the court. 

16) As directed by the probation officer, the defendant shall notify third parties of risks that may beoccasioned by the defendant's 
criminal record or personal history or characteristics, and shall permit the probation officer to make such notifications and to 
confirm the defendant's compliance with such notification requirement,

(4) fins 
principal. (5) community restitution. (6) fine interest, (7) penalties, and (8) costs, including cost of prosecution and court 
costs.
