TIMOTHY COLL, being duly sworn, deposes and sms he is a Special Agent 
with the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI), and charges as follows: 

1. I have been a Special Agent ofthe FBI fa more than twelve years and am 
currently assigned to the Albany Fidd Division. During my mploymenr with tbe 
FBI, 1 have prticipated in numkrous criminal and money lawidering 
investigations. I have conducted or participated in (a) surveillance; @) reviews of 
financial records; (c) debrkflngs of informants and c w t i n g  witnesses; and (d) 
reviews of t w d  conversations and records - all relating to the fSc@ set fo& 
herein. In addirion, 1 have been rhe affiant in twelve com~ordered Title In 
Electronic Surveillance Orders. I am currently assigned w the Joint Terrorism 
Task Force ("JTTF") in the Albany Reld Division. 

2. Because this affidavit is submitted for a timited purpose, I have not included details 
concerning every aspect of this investigation. Where actimI conversa- and 
statements of others are related herein, they are related only in rmbstance md in 
part. 

3. 1 make this affidavit support id$ c d m i ~ l  compla$lt charging YASm

4 5  During the course ofthis invesrigtltim, whi& began in the mimer of 2003, the 
FBI monitored and recorded mmt ofthe conwrktions Cxcudrg between a 
C,nfidentiai~IRf~rmant (CI-I), AKEF, m&r NUSSAIN. The convmatiw 
described m this &dav& we set for& in substaae and in past only. The 
conversations described as occurring becween CI-1 and HOSSAIMwere, unless. 
o t b i s e  indicated, spoken for the most pan or compkteIy in the laaguage of 
Urdu. The convemtions describpd as ~ c c u n i n g b e ~ ~  CI-l and M E F ,  or 
between CI- 1, AREF, and HOSSAIN were, unless & e m  indicated, in En&&. 
All of the descripd6n.s ofthe cmmoi  ofthe conversations contained herein are 
based on dTaft mmSatiom and/or n a w t i o n s  of audio-recorded conversationsS 
and a- subject to ~ e r  revision. 

5. 9-1 was previausly arrested by the J1[TF n Ammy and has pkd guilty to a Bony 



related to the fraudulent acqirisirion ofdocuments. C1-1 h a  executed a 
cooperation agreement in cfie United States Attorn$'s m c e ,  Nmthem Dlstrict of 
New York (NDNY)., and is coijperating with hops of receiving a reduced 
sentence. in addition, the g o v m n ' t  has informed GI-1 - w h i s  an alien and 
non-cirizen of the United Srates - that the gawemment intends t.o make known to 
officials at the b e . a u  6flmmfgratiom and Customs Enfmcerilent rhe nature and 
extent of CI. 1's coaperati~n. CI- I has participatedin over200 consen~udl 
recordings, testified in Federal Grand Jury, and provided infomad~n.leading;to the 
arrest of 11 indidduah on federal mail fraud and hemin-mlat~ charge. All but 
one of those 1.2 individuals have pled guilty, and the twelfth is a hgitive from 
justise. Based on this a d  ether information, CI-1 is considered t& khigldy 
reIiabIe, and his informarion has been corrorated. 

6 .  In late July 2003, C1-l informed me ofe meeting hehad with MOHAMMED 
MOSHARREF HQSSMN, owner af~Lit& Italy Fizzah, 2 GenW Avenue, 
Albany, NY. HOSSAIN told CI-1 chat he wanted CI-1 to help HmSA1N1s, 
brother fraudulently obtain a New York State driver's permit. Fohwing 
sqbseguent meetings and dkussions about the plm- s e d  of which were 
recorded by hidden audio and video m~ording devices - Cf-i helped : H O W . s  
brother, who could not speak English, obta,b the gernmir by sewing as a 
transtaror during the brotheirs written perm test; and ((2) providing the correct 
answers to the ques.tions to dm bfother while rendering- h e  rran~faiing services. 
HOSSAIN paid CI-1 $75.00 for this *Nice, 

7. During multiple audio and video-recorded meetings occming both duzing the 
process of acquiring the driverJ%pe-dt through this huduknt me.=, and after 
the hudulent permit was acquired, (21.1 ~Q&H:W%~IN ah0 discussed religion, 
politics, and Werent types ofjih.ad. HOsSAINs@ted,. amems ~thethingts, that 
there were multiple types ofjibad, including an *jihad aMf .an outer, vioknt 
$had, h t  that m w  was not the time fbr &lent jihad. 

8. During one such discussign, on .or &our October 20,2003, (3-1 .shed HOSSAIN 
if it was p o ~ i e  to make moneg through j M ,  md H W m  first  pined that it 
was ,not,. but then suggested itmigh7 be ieunder certain circumstanc~. Ihrring t& 
same emversation, HOS$AJNasked CI-I for a loan. 

9. On .or &out November 20,2iX,:3, CI-I met HOSSGIN insirk C1dlls place of 
emp&ment, where he activated concealed wtde.8 a d  audio recording devices. 
During the meeting, 121-1 refepnced the ear&= commsatfon about making money 
through jihad. He then.sh~wed HOSSAIN a shoulder-&*dl .sndke-to-air missile 



(hereinafter often referred to as 'SAh$') and told Hossain, amongst other things, 
in sum and substance, that: (1) Be imports weapons and ammunition from China; 
(2) he ships that equipment to New Yo& City; (3) the Mnjahid b r o b  use the 
equipment to shmt down airplane$ and (4 CI. 1 gets $50,000 for the SAM 
importation. In response, Hossain, ammgst ather h s ,  (1) smiled when he first 
saw the missile; (2) sa?d that he had never seen such a weapon Mh, except em 
television; and (3) acknowledged that a lot of money can he made fron such 
importation, although it is not CI-1 responded, in sum and substance, that 
his conduct eould be wrong in the eyes of the gownmerit or police, but he 
believed it was the way to paradise. (21-1 and HOSSAIN then further discussed 
religion. 

10. On or about December 2, 2003, CI-1 -who was equipped with concealed 
recording and transmitting devices which were activated:- again met with 
HOSSPUN. During .the meeting, CI-I told HOSSAIN that he was the only other 
person around who knew abu t  the SAM. HOSSAIN responded by saying, 
amongs other things, that the wall$ b v k  ears, and that Muslims are regularly 
stopped and searched since the events of September 11,2001. Later m tk 
meeting, HOSSAIN reiterated his request fora 10.m. 

11. On or about December 3,2003, CI-1 -who was equipped with cogceded 
recording and transmitting devices which were activated - met with HOSSAIh7 
inside his Littie Italy Pizzeria on 2 Central Avenue, Albany, NY. I h h g  the 
meeting, CI-I again expIained to HOSSAIN, in s m  and substance, that (1) he 
made a lot of cash smugg1ing iunmwon and M e s  fi.m China far jihadis% 
and (2) he used to spend the proceeds of the missile importation on goods in 
Chinatown, but, as recently reported in the news, Chinatom was now b g  
raided. CI- I then proposed that HOSSMN take the $54000 cash proceedsfiom 
the SAM importarion, repay $45,000 ofthe $3D,000 by ,writing CI-1 manddy 
$2,000 checks, and keep $5,000 for bl£ U-1 .&&r stated &at he would give 
HOsSAIN a receipt to make it appe;lr as though CI-1 had d e d  fix HaSAIN. 
After initially indicatihg.ht he did not need h t  much money, HOSS,AIW agreed 
to the p r o p l ,  telling C1.1,. amongst other,d$ngs ,md m sum and substance, that 
HOSSAIN could, if someone asked+ make it appear that: the proceedtvofCI.1'~ 
missile importation bad aCma& been generated though H.oSSAIN,'s rental 
popaties.
