CONDITIONS OF SUPERVISION

Mandatory Conditions:

1) The defandant shall not commit anather federal, state, or local erime.

2) The defendant shall not unlawfully possess a contralled substance. The defendant shall refrain from any unlawful use of a
controlled substance. The defendant shall submit to one drug test within 15 days of release from imprisonment and at least
iwo perindic drug tests thereafter, as determined by the court.

3) In supervised release cases anly, the defendant must report 1o the probation office In the district to which the defendant is
released within 72 hours of release from custedy of the Bureau of Prisons.

4)  If convicted of a felony, the defendant shall not possess a firearm, ammunition, destructive device, or any other dangerous
weapon.

5) The defendant shall cooperate in the collection of DNA as directed by the prabation officer if the collection of such a sampie
is authorized pursuant to section 3 of the DNA Analysis Backlog Elimination Act of 2000 (42 U.S.C. § 1413a).

B) Ifconvicted of a sexual offense as described in 18 U.5.C. § 4042(c}(4), the defendant shall register with the state sex offender
registration agency In the state where the defendant resides, works, oris a student, as directed by the probation officer,

7)  If convicled of a domestic vialence crime as defined In 18 LS. C. § 3561(b), the defendant shall participate in an approved
program for domestic violence.

8)  If the judgment Imposes a fine or restitutlon, it is a condition of supervision that the defendant pay in accordance with the
Schedule of Payments sheet of the judgment.

Standard Conditions:

1)  The defendant shail not leave the judicial district without permission of the court or probation officer.

2)  The defendant shall report fo the Prabalion Officer and shall submit a truthfl and complete written report within the first five
days of each month,

3) The defendant shall answer truthfully all inquires by the Probation Officer and follow the Instructions of the Probation Offlcer.

4)  The defendant shall support his ar her dependents and meet other family responsibiiities.

5) The defendant shall work regularly at a fawful occupation unless excused by the Probatlon Officer for schooling, training or
other acceptable reasons.

6) The defendant shall notify the Probation Officer at least ten days prior to any change ip residence or employment.

7}  The defendant shali refrain from excessive use of aleohiol and shall not purchase, possess, use, distribule, or administer any
controlled subsiance or any paraphemnalia related to any controlled substance, except as prescribed by a physician.

8} The defendant shall not frequent places where cantrolled substances are Hllegally sold, used, distributed, or administered.

g9) The defendant shall not associate with any persons engaged In criminal activity, and shall not associate with any person
convicted of a felony unless granted permission to do so by the Probation Officer.

1D) The dafendant shall permit a Probation Officer to visit him or her atany time at home or elsewhere and shall parit confiscation
of any contraband observed in plain view of the Probation Officer.

11) Thedefendant shall notify the Prabation Officer within seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement
offtger.

12) The defendant shall not enter into any agreement to act as an informer or speclal agent of a law enforcement agency without
tha permission of the Courl.

13) Asdlrected by the probation officer, the defendant shall notify third parlies of risks that may be occasioned by the defendant's

ciiminal record or personal history or characteristics and shall permit the probation officer to make such notifications and to
confirm the defendant's compliance with such notification requirament.

14) If convicled of a sexual offense as described in 18 U.S.C. § 4042(c){4), or has a prior conviction of a State or local offense
that would have been an offense as described in 18 U.5.C. § 4042 (c){4) if a circumstance giving rise to Federzl
jurisdiction had existed, the defendant shall participate in a sex offender freatment program approved by the probation
officer. The defendant shall ablde by all program rules, requirernents and conditions of the sex offender treatmant
pregram, Including submisslon to polygraph testing, to determine if the defendant is in compliance with the conditions of
release. The defendant may be required to contribute to the cost of the services rendered (copayment) in an amount to be
determined by the probation officer, based on the defendant's ability to pay.

15) The defendant shall submit to an evaluation for substance abuse or dependency treatment as directed by the probation
officer, and if deemed necessary by the probation officer, the defendant shall participate in a program approved by the
probation officer for treatment of narcotic addiction or drug or alcohol dependency which may include testing and
examination to determine if the defendant has reverted to the use of drugs or aleohol. The defendant may be required fo
contribute to the cost of the services rendered {copayment) in an amount to be determined by the probation officer, based
upon the defendant’s ahility to pay.

16) The defendant shall submit to an evaluation for mental health counseling as directed by the probatlon officer, and if
deemed necessary by the probation officer, the' defendant shall parficipate in'a mental health program appraved by the
probation officer. The defendant may be required to contribute to the cost of the services rendered (copayment) in an
amount to be determined by the probation officer, based upon the defendant’s ability to pay.

17} If the defendant s excluded, deported, or removad upon release from imprisonment, the term of supervised release shall
be a non-reporting term of supervised release. The defendant shall not illegally re-enter the United States. If the
defendant lawfully re-enters the United States during the term of suparvised release, the defendant shall immediately
report in person to the nearest U.S, Probation Office.

18) If the Judgment Jmposes other criminal monetary penalties, it is a condition of supervision that the defendant pay such
penaliies in accordance with the Schedule of Payments sheet of the judgment.

19) If the jJudgment imposes a fine, special assessment, reslitution, or other criminal monetary penalties, it is a condition of
supervision that the defendant shall provide the probation officer access to any requested financial Information.

20} If the judgment imposes a fine, spaclal assessment, restitution, or ather criminal monetary penalties, it is a condition of
supervision that the defendant shall not incur any new credit charges or apen additional lines of credit without the approval
of the probation officer unless the defendant Is In compliance with the payment scheduie.

The Court further adopts such of the fallowing speclal conditions applied to the supervised person by the Judge at the time of
sentencing;

1} COMMUNITY CONFINEMENT: T he defendant shall reside in a Communily Corrections Center for a period of <

manths to commence on . Further, once employed, the defendant shall pay 25% of hisfher weekly gross
income for hisfher subsistence as long as that amount does not exceed the daily contract rate.

2} HOME BETENTION: The defendant shall participate in the Home Confinement Program for & period of =
days/months. During this time the defendant shall remain at his/her place of residence except for employment and other
activities approved in advance by the probation officer. The defendant shall maintain a telephone at histher place of
resldence without “call forwarding,” a *modem,” *caller ID," “call waiting,” or partable cordless telephones for the above
period. Althe direction of the probation officer, the defendant shali wear an electranic monitoring device and follow
electronic monitoring procedures specified by the probation officer. The court further orders that the defendant shall pay
for the costs of Home Confinement, as directed by the probation officer,

3} COMMUNITY SERVICE: The defendant shali perform __€_hours of community service work without pay, at a location
approved by the probation officer, at a minimum rate of four hours per week, to be completed during the first
months of supervision.

Fing

The fine is walved because of the defendant's inability to pay.

If the defendant makes a parlial payment, each payee shall receive an approximately proportioned payment, unless
specified otherwise in the priority order or percentage payment column below. However, pursuant to 18 U.8.C. § 3664(), all
non-federal victims must be pald before the United States is paid.

If the fine Is not pald, the court may sentence the defendant to any sentence which might have been originally imposed.
See 18 U.5.C. §35614.

The defendant shall pay interest on any fine or restitution of more than $2,500.00, unless the fine or restitution is paid in
full before the fifteenth day after the date of the judgment, pursuant to 18 U.S.C. §3612(f). All payment options may be subject
to penalties for delinquency and default, pursuant to 48 U.S.C. §3612(g).

Payments shall be applied in the following order: (1) assessmant, (2} restitution principal, {3) restitution interest, {4)
flne principal, {5} community restitution, {6) fine Interest, {7) penalties, and (B) costs, including cast of prosecution and court
costs.

Findings for the tatal amount of losses are required under Chapters 1094, 110, 110A, and 113A of Tille 18 for offenses
committed on or after September 13, 1994, but before April 23, 1886.
